In 1973 Giannola and Benito Nonino 
revolutionize the way of producing and 
introducing Grappa in Italy and in the world: 
they create Monovitigno® Nonino distilling 
the pomace of Picolit Grapes separately.

In 1975 searching for the ancient 
autochthonous Friulian vine varieties to distill 
their pomace, the Noninos discover that 
the most representative of them 
– Schioppettino, Pignolo and Tazzelenghe – 
are dying out, as their growing is forbidden. 
These varieties are joined by Ribolla Gialla. 
On November 29th with the aim of 
“stimulating, awarding and having the ancient 
autochthonous Friulian dying vine varieties 
officially acknowledged”, and so preserving 
the biodiversity of the territory, they found 
the Nonino Risit D’Aur Prize.

In 1977, with the clear aim of highlighting 
the permanent topicality of rural civilization, 
the Nonino Risit D’Aur Prize is joined by the 
Nonino Literary Prize – Mario Soldati is the 
president of the jury – which, since 1984, will be 
completed with the International Section.

THE ART OF DISTILLATION  
HAS BEEN A PRIVILEGE OF THE 
NONINO FAMILY SINCE 1897.

1897
Orazio Nonino, the founder of the family, 
establishes the seat of his own distillery in Ronchi 
di Percoto, until then it had existed only as an 
itinerant still assembled on wheels.

December 1, 1973
Giannola and Benito Nonino, respectful of 
tradition, revolutionize the way of producing and 
introducing Grappa in Italy and in the world. 
They create single varietal Grappa, Monovitigno® 
Nonino, distilling the pomace of Picolit grapes 
separately. The success is so great to induce not 
only Italian but also foreign distillers to follow the 
Nonino model.

December 1, 1974
Second distillation of grappa Monovitigno® Picolit 
and first distillation of grappa Monovitigno® 
Ribolla gialla.

November 29, 1975
Searching for the ancient autochthonous Friulian 
vine varieties to distil their pomace, the Noninos 
discover that the most representative of them – 
such as Schioppettino, Tazzelenghe and Pignolo 
- are dying out because, as they have not been 
inserted in the European Community list of the 
viticultural varieties cultivated in Friuli, their 
growing is forbidden. These varieties are joined 
by Ribolla gialla. With the aim of having them 
officially acknowledged by national and EC boards 
they found the Nonino Risit d’Aur Prize - Gold 
Vine Shoot to award every year the vine grower 
that has bedded the best plant of one or more of 
these vine varieties, and a scholarship to award 
the best study, both technical and historical, 
concerning the vine varieties of Ribolla gialla, 
Schioppettino, Pignolo and Tazzelenghe.
The jury is composed by Luigi Veronelli, Orfeo 
Salvador (President of the vine-growing and 
wine-making regional center of Friuli Venezia 
Giulia), Antonio Calò (director of the vine-
growing experimental institute of Conegliano), 
Ruggero Forti (national and regional president of 
farmers), Amelio Tubaro (director of agricultural 
production, Department of Agriculture) and Ennio 
Nussi (director of the vine-growing and wine-
making regional center of Friuli Venezia Giulia).
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3/8 April 21, 1976
Giannola Nonino starts the bureaucratic procedures 
for the request of acknowledgement of such vine 
varieties sending an official letter to the Regional 
center for vine-growing of Friuli Venezia Giulia, 
to President Orfeo Salvador, and stimulating 
with sensibility, passion and persistence the Vine-
Growing Experimental Institute of Conegliano, 
whose director had joined the jury of the prize.

December 4, 1976
Distillation of grappa Cru Monovitigno® Picolit, 
Ribolla gialla, Tazzelenghe and Schioppettino.
Nonino Risit d’Aur Prize to: Dina and Paolo 
Rapuzzi of the winery Ronchi di Cialla for the 
plant of Schioppettino and to Guido Poggi for 
the ampelography about the autochthonous vine 
varieties of Friuli and to Angelo Nassig for the 
research on autochthonous vine varieties.
Acknowledgements to Azienda Conti Florio 
in Buttrio for Tazzelenghe, Conti Trento in 
Dolegnano for Schioppettino and Pignolo.

1977
With D.M. 14.06.1977 (Ministerial Decree), the 
autochthonous vine varieties of Friuli, which before 
were forbidden, are authorized and in 1983 the 
Nonino Risit d’Aur Prize obtains the EEC regulation 
nr. 382 by which the vine varieties authorized in 
1977 become recommended and today they are the 
flagships of Friulian vine-growing.

June 30, 1977
With the clear aim of highlighting the everlasting 
topicality of rural civilization, the Nonino Risit 
d’Aur Prize is joined by the Nonino Prize for 
Literature. The jury is presided by Mario Soldati 
and composed by Elio Bartolini, Gianni Brera, 
Morando Morandini, Giulio Nascimbeni, Father 
David Maria Turoldo and Luigi Veronelli.
