Former French Prime Minister has been awarded the Nonino Prize 2025, whereas the German 
poet and novelist Michael Kruger, author of The God Behind the Window (La Nave di Teseo), 
has been awarded the Nonino International Prize 2025. Germaine Acogny, dancer, 
choreographer and teacher with Senegalese and French citizenship has received the Nonino Prize 
to a “Master of our Time”.  Finally Ben Little, Irish writer, sommelier, blogger and poet, Friulian 
by adoption, has been awarded with the Pignolo vine the Risit d’Aur Gold Vine-shoot. The 
award ceremony of the Prizes, which coincides with the celebrations for fifty years since the 
establishment of the Nonino Prize, was held yesterday at the Nonino Distillery in Ronchi di 
Percoto (Udine). 
The 2025 edition will be dedicated to Benito Nonino, who passed away last July at the age of 90, 
«the father of Italian Grappa who, with the family distillery, turned a poor relative of wine into a 
noble drink», according to the judgement of the “Times”.
